Watch from afar.

Be mindful of collection vehicles 
on your neighborhood’s recycling 
and waste days.

Wave and make eye contact with your 
driver before passing in front of or 
behind them.

If you’re 
driving behind a truck, put about five seconds worth of 
space between your car and them.
