
What to Do to Collect Your Compost
Customers will fill their own containers. Limited staff will be on hand to as-
sist those who need help. Five-gallon buckets work best. (Limit is 40 gallons 
or eight five-gallon buckets per household.)

Reminders:
1.	 Bring a shovel, containers 

and gloves
2.	 Wear closed-toe shoes
3.	 Bring five-gallon buckets or 

other strong containers  
that you can lift yourself. 
No bags or truck beds.

Reduce

Say no to disposable single-use plastic items 
such as straws, plastic utensils, disposable cof-
fee cups, and shopping bags. Instead, choose 
reusable alternatives. Prevent food waste by 
organizing your pantry and refrigerator so you 
are aware of what you have and use items that 
are going to expire first.

Reuse

Before discarding an item, consider 
if it can be repaired or repurposed. 
You might also consider donating it 
to a local nonprofit or thrift store. 
Visit  Resource.StopWaste.org 
to find nearby locations for reuse 
and repair.

Recycle

Rinse bottles, cans, and jugs before plac-
ing them in your curbside recycle cart. 
Organic waste, such as food scraps, yard 
trimmings, and food-soiled paper ma-
terials, should be placed in your green 
organics cart to comply with Senate Bill 
(“SB”) 1383.
