Reduce
Say no to disposable single-use plastic items 
such as straws, utensils, disposable coffee 
cups, and shopping bags. Instead, choose re-
usable alternatives. Prevent food waste by or-
ganizing your pantry and refrigerator so you 
are aware of what you have and use items that 
are going to expire first.

Reuse
Before discarding an item, consider 
if it can be repaired or repurposed. 
You might also consider donating it 
to a local nonprofit or thrift store. 
Visit  Resource.StopWaste.org 
to find nearby locations for reuse 
and repair.

Recycle
Rinse bottles, cans, and jugs before plac-
ing them in your curbside recycle cart. 
Organic waste, such as food scraps, yard 
trimmings, and food-soiled paper ma-
terials, should be placed in your green 
organics cart to comply with Senate Bill 
(“SB”) 1383.

Service Reminders
•	 Carts should be ready for service by 6:00 a.m. Carts can be placed 

at the curb the day before the scheduled pick-up and must be 
removed from the curb by the end of the scheduled pick-up day.

•	 Set carts next to the curb and at least three feet away from other 
carts and vehicles.

•	 Make sure that the lids on all carts are completely closed, and 
that each cart does not weigh more than 150 lbs. Overflowing carts 
may be charged a fee. 3’ 3’
