Holidays

Collection occurs on all holidays, except New Year’s Day, Thanksgiving Day and
Christmas Day. Service will be one day late after the holiday and for the rest of the week.
For example, if your regular service day falls on Christmas Day or New Year’s Day, Friday
recycling, trash and organics will be collected on Saturday.

B Recycling and Yard Debris - Recycling and yard debris are picked up every week on your
regular pickup day.
