Holidays

Collection occurs on all holidays except New Year’'s Day, Thanksgiving Day and Christmas
Day. Service will be one day late after the holiday and for the rest of that week. For
example, if your regular service day falls on Christmas Day or New Year’s Day, Friday
recycling and trash will be emptied on Saturday.

| Trash Waste and Yard Waste - Picked up weekly.
B Recycling and Glass - Collected every other week (where available).

Household Hazardous Waste - Thursdays from 8 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. Drop off at Salem-Keizer
Transfer Station.

Christmas Tree Pickup - We pick up Christmas trees all year long. We do charge for tree
pickups. Customers can always cut them up and put them in the yard debris cart with the lid
closed, as well.

Curbside Bin Guidelines

Batteries - Alkaline, rechargeable and button cell batteries only. Must be placed in a zip-sealed
bag. Never put lithium batteries in any cart.

Motor/Cooking Oil - Place in a sealed, leak-proof plastic container with a screw top lid.
Glass - Glass bottles and jars.

Paint - Must be in the original can (no more than 2 gallons). Paint only, no rusty cans.
