Communicate

+ Post signs and reminders. Label and color-code all
containers clearly.

+ Send conservation best practices and reminders to
employees at least quarterly.

* Include conservation in employee performance
expectations and on-boarding.

+ Survey staff for their input and buy-in.
+ Coordinate with custodians and janitors.
« Tenants: Work with your property manager.

* Property Managers: Include recycling and composting in
your lease requirements.

« Decide between centralized vs. deskside recycling.
* Promote a “trash buddy” system.

« Setup a Green Team. (Ask us how!)

+ Conduct a waste audit to measure progress.
